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Abstract

Mirza Hasan Kaffash Isfahani is one of the ritual poets of the 13th century AH and the
Qajar era. He devoted all of his poetry to elegies and panegyrics of the Household of the
Prophet, especially Imam Husayn (AS). The present descriptive—analytical paper examines
the Ashura-related poems of Mirza Hasan Kaffash Isfahani in terms of content and theme,
poetic form, and style of lamentation. The findings indicate that his Ashura poetry reflects
mystical, fatalistic, emotional, heroic and mythic readings of the Karbala event. Given the
historical and social circumstances of the poet’s life, the tragic and emotional dimensions
are more prominent in his work. Kaffash Isfahani employed a wide range of poetic forms
in composing his Ashura poems, with the ghazal, gasida, and mathnawi being the most
frequently used, respectively. His tazmin (quetation) ghazals appear with considerable
frequency in his diwan. His laments are characterized by clarity and simplicity of
expression, with limited reliance on rhetorical and figurative devices; they are composed
in a straightforward and accessible language. Overall, Kaffash Isfahani’s Ashura poetry
prioritizes linguistic simplicity and fluency, with a strong emphasis on scenes of sorrow and
grief, while intricate ornamentation or ¢laborate thematic construction plays a relatively
minor role.
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1. Introduction

Mirza Hasan Kaffash Esfahani was one of the religious poets of the 13th century AH
and the Qajar era, dedicating all of his poetry to elegies and to praising the Household
of the Prophet, especially Imam Husayn. However, his works have not yet been edited
or published. This article examines the content of Mirza Hasan Kaffash’s Ashura-related
poems from the perspective of different interpretations of Ashura.

2. Methodology
This research is a fundamental-theoretical study, conducted through library-based methods
and document analysis, using descriptive methodology and content analysis.

3. Analysis and Discussion

Content of Kaffash Isfahani’s Ashura-Related Poems

Epic Reading: This interpretation of the events of Ashura led Kaffash Esfahani to refer to
incidents that resemble myths, such as describing Imam Husayn’s heroism, the killing of
many enemy soldiers by him, and the arrival of the king of jinn, Za‘far Jinni, to help Imam
Husayn. It also includes mentions of the countless wounds on Imam Husayn’s body and
the large number of enemy soldiers. Another feature of this heroic reading is the depiction
of Imam Husayn’s (peace be upon him) and his-companions’ extraordinary strength and
abilities in battle and confrontations with their encmics.

Mystical Reading: The presence of terms such as love, lover, affection, contentment,
submission, patience, jihad, closeness, sacrifice, and survival with high frequency in
Kaffash Esfahani’s divan indicates a mystical interpretation of the Ashura event. In his
poetry, Kaffash portrays the spiritual dimension of the martyrs of Karbala—those who
renounce themselves to reach the Beloved and, with longing, set out for the friend’s abode.
One of the mystical concepts of Ashura is Imam Hussein’s (peace be upon him) covenant
with God on the Day of Alas?, which Kaffash Esfahani refers to repeatedly in his works.
Deterministic Reading: One of the fundamental policies of the Umayyads after the event
of Ashura was to emphasize its inevitability, in order to align it with divine will and thus
prevent protest and potential uprisings. This idea is repeatedly referenced in Kaffash’s
poetry. According to this interpretation, it was Imam Hussein’s (peace be upon him) fate
to be martyred at Karbala, and there was no way to avoid it. The term “wheel” appears
frequently in Kaffash’s divan, often with attributes such as oppressive, fiery, overturned,
lowly, unjust, cruel, or ignoble, reflecting this beliet. In describing the tragedies of Ashura,
Kaffash holds destiny responsible and attributes everything to the heavens, the celestial
wheel and fate.

Christ-like Reading: In Christian belief, because of Adam’s sin, all humanity became
sinful, and God sent Jesus to die on the cross as atonement for Adam’s sin. This idea also
influenced some Shiites, who believed that Imam Husayn was killed to bear the sins of
his community, allowing them to sin without worry. This perspective is evident during the
Qajar era in some accounts of Ashura, including works by historians, elegists, preachers,
and in Kaffash Esfahani’s poetry. Encouraging mourning and weeping for Imam Hussein
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largely stems from this reading, as it was believed that such grief could erase all sins.
Emotional and Sentimental Reading: This aspect is particularly prominent in Kaffash
Esfahani’s Ashura-related poetry. The adjectives used for the family of Imam Husayn
illustrate this vividly, for example: Zainab as sorrowful, distressed, heartbroken, anguished,
homeless and friendless; Sajjad as heartbroken, weeping, and fainting; Abid as grief-
stricken, sick and wailing; Umm Kulthum as oppressed. Additionally, there is a strong
emphasis on the thirst of Imam Husayn and his companions. Influenced by earlier elegists,
Kaffash attributes events to Imam Hussein that, while stirring strong emotions in the
audience, diminish the high stature of the Imam—for example, portraying him asking his
enemies for permission to leave to avoid battle, which is inconsistent with the philosophy
of his uprising.

Forms of Kaffash Esfahani’s Ashura-Related Poems

Mirza Hasan Kaffash employed various poetic forms in his Ashura poetry, including ghazal,
gasida, mathnawi, tarkib-band, musammat, and tarji‘-band.

Ghazal: A large portion of Kaffash’s Ashura poetry is written in the ghazal form, sometimes
referred to as “elegiac ghazals.” Poets of the literary revival period often composed ghazals
in imitation of earlier poets. Kaffash also composed many ghazals with tazmin (quotations
or incorporations from earlier works).-Most of his tazmin examples are drawn from Saadi’s
poetry. Another feature of his ghazalsis nazireh-sora’i (imitative composition), in which he
largely copied the meter, thyme, and refrain of the original poem while creating a different
theme.

Qasida: Kaffash’s qasidas are characterized by cohesion.and a clear structure, but he does
not strictly follow the traditional form. For example, he often begins qasidas without a
prelude and omits conventional sections such as takhallus, tana, and sharita. In the sharita
section, instead of addressing material needs, he focuses on spiritual requests, cursing the
enemies of Islam, praying for Muslims, hoping for the hastening of the reappearance of
Imam Mahdi, and ultimately seeking a good ending for himself.

Tarkib-band: Kaffash wrote a tarkib-band of fifty-cight stanzas. The meter used is
fa‘ilatun, mafa ‘ilun, fa ‘lun in the khafif musaddas makhbun rhythm, which provides a calm
and melodious tone suitable for the subject matter. Similar to Mohtasham’s tarkib-bands,
each stanza can be considered a separate mathnawi. The rthyme of each stanza follows
alphabetical order, using every letter except “P”,*Zh” and “Ch”. Each stanza contains
ten lines, and some lines are repeated. Examples of noun and verb rhymes include: oftad
(fell), zad (struck), shodand (became), ast (is), “abs (vain), charkh (wheel), laziz (pleasant),
kholas (end), ‘arz (presentation), ghalat (wrong), khodahafez (farewell), tolu* (rise),
cheragh (lamp), Karb, and Bala.

Tarji‘-band: Kaffash’s only tarji‘-band consists of twelve stanzas, written in the fa ilatun,
mafa ‘ilun, fa ‘lun meter.

Musammat: Kaffash frequently used the musammat form, including triangular (mosallas),
quintuple (mokhammas), and sextuple (musaddas) structures. He also incorporated tazmin
in his musammat, which appears in his divan.

Mathnawi: Zinat al-Anjuman is a mathnawi comprising over two thousand couplets in the
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mutaqarib meter. Its themes include praise of the Prophet (peace be upon him), the Ahl al-
Bayt, and elegies for Imam Hussein (peace be upon him). Kaftfash cites historical accounts,
most of which align with authentic religious sources, indicating his use of these sources
in composing the work. At times, historical events and narratives are blended with legend
and imagination. The primary thematic focus is on the Imamate of the Ahl al-Bayt, their
guidance, commemorating their virtues, narrating the oppression of the Prophet’s family—
especially Imam Hussein and his companions—and exposing the crimes of oppressors.
The overall structure and style reveal the influence of Ferdowsi’s Shahnameh, as Kaffash
composed this mathnawi using the same meter and rhythm.

Elegies: Kaffash’s elegies are simple, clear, and easy to understand, with minimal use of
rhetorical or literary devices. They depict the thirst and suffering of Imam Hussein and
his family, as well as the cruelty of the Yazidis. Repetition is a key feature of his elegies,
enhancing both their musicality and emotional impact. In Kaffash’s elegies, this technique
is employed in various forms to maximize the listener’s empathy and sorrow.

4. Conclusion

This study examined Mirza Hasan Kaffash Esfahani’s Ashura poetry in terms of content
and themes, poetic forms, and elegiac composition. [t was found that his Ashura poems
reflect various interpretations, including mystical, deterministic, Christ-like, emotional and
sentimental, heroic, and mythological readings. Considering the poet’s life circumstances
and the period in which he lived, the tragic and emotional dimension of his poetry is
more prominent. In this interpretation, the poct emphasizes the mourning aspects of the
Ashura event, as they have a stronger emotional impact on the audience. Kaffash employed
most poetic forms in his Ashura poetry, with ghazal, gasida, and mathnawi being the
most frequently used. Among his ghazals, a notable type is tazmin ghazals, in which he
incorporates verses from earlier and contemporary poets, particularly from Saadi and
Hafez. In addition to composing a long mathnawi titled Zinat al-Anjuman about Imam
Hussein (peace be upon him), Kaftash also used the mathnawi form in his divan. Kaffash’s
elegies are simple and clear, with little use of rhetorical or literary devices, written in
an accessible and understandable language. Overall, in his Ashura poetry, Kaffash paid
particular attention to simplicity and clarity of expression, focusing mainly on scenes of
sorrow and grief. Ornamentation and thematic construction are not emphasized in his work.
