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Moral health is of great importance in debates. Effective debates are not
achieved by knowledge and logical reasoning alone, but rather adherence
to ethical principles is essential. The Razavi style of debate, which is based
on Islamic ethics and human values, can help promote "moral health" and
create a constructive atmosphere. This study, using content analysis,
examines the relationship between "moral health" and debate style, and
provides evidence that Razavi discourse emphasizes moral values.
Following this style leads to improved quality of debates and increased
effectiveness. Also, Imam Reza
considered as a superior model for debate in contemporary societies; a
model that emphasizes moral and value principles in all stages of debate
(before the debate, during the debate, and after the debate) and utilizes
capacities such as media, art, literature, psychology, and logic.
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
